2% % Every ARC Dog Needs a Home °&° >

As we all know, every single dog at ARC is wonderful, and all and each of them need and deserve a safe and loving home with
caring adopters. But some of our dogs have a few behavioral traits that sometimes make it a little more difficult to match them
with adopters. 5o, during 2023, the Volunteer Mentors {David Waugh and Keith Ricciardi) and the ARC Animal Behaviorist
(Mary-Francis Morris) developed and are delivering (with full support from the ARC organization and other Volunteers) the Dog
Adoptability Program (DAP). The objective of the DAP is to imprave the adoptability of those specific dogs by implementing
customized training activities to help minimize animal-specific issues to make each dog more easily adoptable and, also, in-
crease their chances of remaining in their new adoptive home.

As a part of the new Program, the old clinic on the ARC property has been converted to a DAP Training Facility that is now
used by the Volunteers participating in the DAP. The facility has 6 training stations, each with training directions. In addition,
an adoptability training care plan has been developed for each dog entered in the Program — with focused attention being
given to the 3 or 4 specific “traits” that might inhibit adoptability.

The DAP also operates alongside the Project Dogs Initiative, in which Volunteers choose two or three ARC dogs to which they
will pay special and extended attention. The Project Dogs Volunteers are also encouraged to take photos and videos of their
“special” dogs that are then provided to the ARC Adoptions Counselor to assist in promoting the animals on the internet and
social media.

As can be seen by the accompanying pictures, the Dog Adaptability Program, in addition to addressing the behavioral traits, is
also fun and stimulating for both the dogs and the DAP Trainers as well as enjoyable enrichment for animals who could really
use it. Everything that we can do to help get those safe and happy homes for our dogs is more than worthwhile ... it is our
mission.
